2006/07 was a time for expanding our position as Victoria’s primary source of support,
information, community education and advocacy for all those whose lives are affected
by an eating disorder. Our staff numbers increased, as did our services, as we celebrated
21 years as Victoria's peak education, referral and support service for people with eating
disorders. A few of the highlights this year include:

BIEDAW 2006

After much preparation, Body Image and Eating Disorders Awareness Week (BIEDAW) 2006
was launched successfully in September with events around the state.

For the EDFV, our highlight was our 21st Birthday Anniversary cocktail night, celebrated
with comedian Judith Lucy and a live band. Almost one hundred people enjoyed the night,
with memories from the EDFV’s past on display, including posters, education booklets and
photos.

The Honourable Jacinta Allen, then Minister for Youth Affairs, launched our new booklet,
“When All Food Tastes Yuk!” during BIEDAW. The booklet is about children and eating
disorders. It includes personal stories, poems,and drawings from carers and children who
have had an eating disorder.

Chat Room and Messageboard

Our fully moderated Chat Room and Messageboard service was launched in November
2006 to better accommodate those who prefer the safety and anonymity of a chat room
to discuss issues relating to eating disorders. Registered chat room members can discuss
issues that involve eating disorders online with other users and a moderator.

The chat room is based on the successful DepressioNet chat room that provides an online
resource with information, help and 24 hour peer support for Australians living with
depression. The EDFV Chat Room currently runs two 2-hour chat sessions per week. It is
planned to expand the number of sessions in 2007-08.

Support Groups

It was a tremendous year for our support groups. The development of rural based support
and advocacy groups in Bendigo, Ballarat, Geelong and Leongatha is testimony to the
commitment of workers, families and sufferers in ensuring that the journey of others is
shared and supported. This work is core to the mission of EDFV, in empowering shared
knowledge that improves the lives of those affected by eating disorders.

The Fashion Industry and Body Image

Melbourne Fashion Festival’s decision to use healthy models during the festivals created
a storm of media interest. The EDFV welcomed the fashion industry’s decision to look at
guidelines that will focus on the health and wellbeing of Australia fashion models. We were
given the opportunity to attend and discuss guidelines for the Australian fashion industry
at The Australian Fashion Council’s Health & Body Image Forum in March. A position paper
outlining our position on the potential banning of dangerously thin fashion models was
prepared for the media soon after.

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In September 2007 the EDFV adopted a new vision for now and the future.
Our Vision

The Eating Disorders Foundation of Victoria is the primary source of support,
information, community education and advocacy for people
with eating disorders and their families in Victoria.

We connect those whose lives are affected by eating disorders
with the people, services and hope they need for recovery.

The Organisation

The EDFYV is the first stop for anyone with an interest in eating disorder issues including
individuals who suffer from the disorders, friends, family members, teachers, health
practitioners, health & fitness workers, coaches, other community workers,and the general
community.

The EDFV islargely funded by the Victorian Government and supported by membership and
donations. The EDFV is managed by a board of people who have a personal or professional
interest in eating disorders.

The EDFV is an impartial and independent organisation and is not aligned with any eating
disorder service providers or individual practitioners. The EDFV is not a provider of clinical
treatment services.

Our Aims

+ Respond to the needs of both people experiencing eating disorders and carers —
recognising the impact of eating disorders on the whole family.

+ Provide individuals and families with information, knowledge, support and resources
in order to encourage resilience and recovery and lessen the impact of the eating
disorder on their quality of life.

+ Advocate for systemic change on behalf of people experiencing eating disorders
and carers for improved access to treatment facilities for sufferers of eating disorders,
support for carers and for the reduction of the stigma associated with eating disorders
and other mental illnesses.

+ Raise awareness of eating disorders by means of general community education and
specialist training for specific sectors.

It was then a further loss when Sarah Clarke,
for sad personal reasons needed to vacate her Board position and at the last AGM held in
November 2006 Rosie McMahon finished her term as immediate past President and moved
on to a new phase of her life too.

To each and every one of these past Board members | wish to say ‘thank you’ on behalf of
the entire community that is serviced by the EDFV for your volunteered time and dedication
to our work.
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These vacancies allowed for new Board appointments and it has been a great pleasure to
work with Gill Ryan, Luisa Capasso, Rob Anderson and Leanne Pethick as the new Board
members unanimously appointed by the Board during this time.

We have paid more attention to joining Board and Staff members together this year in
both social and work ways, in order to unify and strengthen the good work done by each
group. This was highlighted in May this year when for the first time members of the Board
and members of Staff met together for an entire day’s workshop to review and plan the
work and strategic direction of the EDFV.

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I'd like to introduce myself to you as the new Executive Officer of EDFV. | joined the staff
in March 2007, | am really proud to be part of such a key organisation supporting the
health and well-being of Victorians by helping them to know about and recover from this
devastating group of eating disorders.

The EDFV has a really solid base of education and support services provision to sufferers
of eating disorders and their carers, but there is still much that can be achieved. | am
committed to seeing that the EDFV rises to meet the ongoing challenge.

Firstly | should acknowledge the hard work of my predecessor, Frances Sanders, who left
the EDFV in December 2006, Frances was instrumental in putting in place a number of
projects which are ongoing or have come to fruition in 2006-07. Frances continues to
work as a manager within the mental health community, and we wish her well in her new
employment.

We farewelled project worker Linda Tilgner at the end of her contract in June 2007. Linda
carried out an evaluation of our support group services, both here in Melbourne and in
rural areas, provided some excellent recommendations and implemented a number of
changes to improve both the level of service for attendees, and the quality of care for
support group convenors.

Linda’s thorough work provided the basis for further modifications of our staffing structure,
so that it will better support our aims for a growing support group network throughout
Melbourne and Victoria. We are increasing the number of hours our Family Support
Officer,Helen, is available,and have created a complementary part-time position of People
with Eating Disorders (PED) Support Officer, which will start in mid-October 2007.

The two Support Officers will each work with one of the two arms of the Support Group
Network — people with eating disorders,and families and carers —and will develop services
for their respective areas to meet the needs of the users. They will both be seeking to
assist with the growth of groups in other areas, so that we can provide more local support
wherever it is needed.

The role of Family Support Officer (Helen) has proved invaluable over the past year, with
numerous feedback forms telling us how highly users of the service have valued the
support and information they have received. Helen will continue to provide a booked
appointment service for individual support and information sessions for families and
friends of sufferers, in addition to undertaking a closer association with the family support
groups.

As a new service in 2007-08, the PED Support Officer will also offer a booked appointment
service, to provide individual information and support sessions to people with eating
disorders. This will complement the existing telephone and email support services, and
will assist people to start on the road to recovery, or to explore alternative directions if
they are having difficulty along the way.

Our education service has continued to grow throughout 2006-07, thanks to the
professionalism and commitment of Sheridan Meulblok. The EDFV now has a name in
Victoria for providing high quality professional education on the prevention of and early
intervention in eating disorders. | have no doubt that use of this service will expand further
in the next year.We are grateful to Sheridan, and wish her well as she moves on in August
to expand her career in clinical psychology and broadcasting.

The introduction of the Chat Room and Messageboard online services in November 2006
was another milestone for the EDFV. People whose lives are affected by eating disorders
can log on to the Chat Room or Messageboard to talk anonymously with others about
their struggle with the iliness; users can connect and provide each other with support and
encouragement on their journey to recovery.

The feedback has been overwhelmingly positive. It is a joy to read about peoples’ relief
when they discover there are others out there that think in the same way and struggle
with the same issues as they do.

The online forum has also benefited people who are isolated by distance who are now able
to be well supported. Others have discussed that the anonymity of the online environment
has been an important factor for them reaching out to this service.

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The EDFV is lucky to have had the services of Leah Brooke as Chatroom Coordinator
throughout this period. Leah ensures that the chatroom is a safe and private place for all
users; all conversation is kept within EDFV guidelines. She has also assisted greatly in the
development of procedures and guidelines for the Chatroom.

The EDFV online service is now an essential tool in achieving the aims of the association.
This service complements the Helpline and support groups by reaching those people who
are not in the Melbourne metropolitan area,who require amore anonymous environment,
and those that need additional support outside the Helpline and face-to-face support
group times.

The role of our Volunteer Services Coordinator, Marilyn Amendola, needs to be fully
acknowledged. Marilyn is the longest serving member of staff, and it is down to her
constant care and attention that we are able to maintain and look after our greatest
resource of all - our volunteers.

There are a great many roles for volunteers within the EDFV - helpline workers, support
group convenors, chatroom moderators and recovered speakers, to name but a few. Over
the past year Marilyn has ensured that we have a full roster of volunteers to serve each
need, and has developed, documented and implemented policies and procedures to
ensure that our volunteer management practices are best practice. Marilyn also provides
important support and debriefing to our helpline workers, and trains volunteers in their
roles.

In the coming year we will be reviewing and updating our volunteer training scheme, and
adding further in-service training and social events for volunteers.

Communication of key messages on eating disorders is also a vital part of our service, and
the EDFV has been delighted to have the high quality work of Adam Deverell in 2006-07,
building our media and press profile and ensuring that the external world knows about
the suffering caused by eating disorders and that the EDFV is here to help. We will miss
Adam greatly when he moves on in September 2007.

The EDFV is now contacted often several times a week by local and national radio,
newspapers and TV to assist with information, speakers or comment on eating disorders
issues. One major such contribution included working with SBS to help produce a 50-
minute episode of ‘Insight’ devoted to eating disorders, at the end of which the EDFV’s
helpline and website number were publicised nationally. Another included a series of
articles in Saturday’s Age over three weeks, which highlighted the crisis in the provision of
publicly funded eating disorder treatment services for children in Victoria.

Last but certainly not least, | have to thank all our volunteers (including our Board of
Directors), and all the people who have helped the EDFV over the past year in many
capacities, from the provision of discounted or free services, to helping to stuff envelopes,
to presenting or speaking at information nights. Thank you all — you know who you are.

In 2006-07 our volunteers put in over 4,000 hours of unpaid support to assist people with
eating disorders and their families and carers. | cannot put a value on this input — it truly
is priceless.

Again and again we hear that, while information, education and workshops are incredibly
valuable, there is absolutely nothing that compares to the support, understanding and
empathy given to and gratefully received by the people who use our services — in some
cases it is literally life-saving. | aim to ensure that the EDFV continues to provide all this,
and more, to meet its vision and mission, in the years to come.

As a
postgraduate psychology student | felt the need to really engage in the field, gain some
practical experience and also give back to the community. Becoming a part of the EDFV team
enabled me to do this by supporting those whose lives are affected by eating disorders.

Over the past seven months my role as a Telephone Support Worker has been extremely
rewarding by offering assistance to those in need,and being the voice to talk people through
some of their darkest moments.

Through the EDFV Helpline | have had experience talking to professionals, sufferers themselves,
their concerned family and friends as well as the media. Although all calls vary, it never
ceases to amaze me that through providing callers with resources and tools, assistance
with direction, a reassuring voice and an ear to listen, you can sense a change in the voice
on the other end of the line from one of despair to hope.

The training | have received as a volunteer has been fantastic. The two day training workshop
was extremely thorough and informative, and really prepared me for my role. However,
the ongoing support received on a weekly basis by the EDFV team has been the most
valuable. By attending the education nights | have also been able to further my professional
development.

My time so far at EDFV has been a really positive experience,and | look forward to continuing

to support this organisation and being a part of providing its much needed services.
